BEAUTIFYING CENTRAL TEXAS ONE LAWN AT A TIME
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It was 1957.  The appliance 
store where Tommy Joe Mills 
had worked for nine years had 
gone out of business, and he was 
without a job.  That was when 
he conceived the idea and cre-
ated Modern TV and Appliance, 
which opened on Dec. 7, 1957.

Joining Tommy Joe in the 
store at 315 E. Avenue in down-
town Killeen, where it has re-
mained since, was Billy L. Turner, 
his brother-in-law, who was also 
employed at Fort Hood. A cou-
ple of years later, Tommy Joe•s 
father, W.T. •BillŽ Mills, who left 
his farm south of Killeen during 
the Depression, joined Modern 
TV and was with the store until 
he retired in the mid-1960s.

Starting in a location with lim-
ited � oor space, Modern TV and 
Appliance•s business boomed, 
and by 1962, a two-story struc-

ture was added in back of the 
original store. In 1968, the store-
front next door at 317 E. Avenue 
C was added. In 2006, the � rm 
bought the long-vacant Bealls 
Department Store building, ad-
joining the Avenue C properties 
but facing Eighth Street.  This 
gave the store room for more ex-
pansive appliance displays.

In 1983, Billy Jay Mills, who 
was a football coach at Baylor 
University, left the coaching 
profession to join his father and 
uncle at Modern TV. After Turner 
retired and left the business in 
1993, the Mills father-son com-
bination continued to operate 
the business until Tommy Joe•s 
death on May 24, 2008.  Billy Jay 
continues operating the store.

During his years as an active 
businessman, Tommy Joe also 
was very active in civic a� airs and 
especially in military a� airs even 

though he had 
never served 
in the military. 
He made nu-
merous trips 
to Washington, 
D.C., working 
to bring need-
ed projects and 
federal dollars 
to Central Tex-
as.

In 1986, he 
was appointed 
as a Civilian Aide to the Secretary 
of the Army for North Texas, later 
becoming Civilian Aide at large. 
He was a Civilian Aide emeritus 
at the time of his death. Tommy 
Joe also was active in the Central 
Texas … Fort Hood Chapter of the 
Association of the United States 
Army, serving as president in 
1973, 1974 and 1981.

Fort Hood o�  cials were so ap-

preciative of his work in behalf of 
the Army that they renamed the 
main road into Fort Hood … Hood 
Road … T. J. Mills Boulevard.
