Cabhill, a 62-year-
old physician assistant,
suffered a heart attack two
weeks ago and returned
to work at the base as
a civilian employee after
taking just one week off
for recovery, said his
daughter Keely Vanacker.

“He survived that. He
was getting back on track,
and he gets killed by a
gunman,” Vanacker said,
her words bare with shock
and disbelief.

Cahill, of Cameron,
Texas, helped treat
soldiers returning from
tours of duty or preparing
for deployment. Often,
Vanacker said, Cahill
would walk young soldiers
where they needed to go,
just to make sure they got
the right treatment.

“He loved his patients,
and his patients loved
him,” said Vanacker, 33,
the oldest of Cahill’s three
adult children.

Xiong, 23, of St. Paul,
Minn., was a father of
three whose family had a
history of military service.

Xiong's father, Chor
Xiong, is a native of
Laos who fought the Viet
Cong alongside the CIA
in 1972; Chor’s father,
Kham's grandfather, also
fought with the CIA; and
Kham'’s brother, Nelson,
is a Marine serving in
Afghanistan.

“l very mad,” Xiong's
father said Friday. Through
snif es and tears, he
said his son died for “no
reason” and he has a hard
time believing Kham is
gone.

Kham Xiong was
preparing to deploy to
Afghanistan, and his
sister Mee Xiong said the
family would be able to
understand if he would
have died in battle.

Shooting stirs memories for Gold Star fam

ORT HOOD — When
F a television anchor

announced that at
least seven people had
been killed at Fort Hood
on Thursday, Melissa
McGinnis turned to her
sister.

‘At least,” she said, her
head shaking, her eyes wide
in disbelief. “How can they
just say it like that?”

The two girls, along with
30 others, sat just a few
miles across post from the
site where of cials say
Maj. Nidal Malik Hasan
unloaded more than 40
rounds of ammunition
from two handguns, killing
13 and wounding 30 more
before he was wounded.

The group met at
the Survivor Outreach
Services building Thursday
afternoon for a trip to the
post's ight simulators — a
trip that was canceled when
of cials put Fort Hood on
lockdown for more than ve
hours. Instead, the group of
Gold Star family members
— mothers, fathers, siblings
and children of fallen
soldiers — watched the
scene unfold as memories
of their own losses came

ooding back.

“They think it's easy,”
McGinnis said, referring to
the experience of hearing
the knock at the door or
the ring of the phone from
military of cials with news
of aloved one’s death. “But
it's hard for the families.

He arrived at
3 p.m., but waited to pronounce
the dead while investigators
nished a detailed check of the
crime scene.
