Set aside that a remake 
of  “Melrose Place” just 10 
years removed from the 
original seems like too 
much too soon. The CW’s 
new version of  the 1990s 
soap begins with a surpris-
ingly well-made pilot that’s 
better than either the 1992 
first episode of  “Melrose 
Place” or last year’s “90210” 
reboot.

The new “Melrose Place” 
begins with a fast-moving 
hour that introduces a new 
batch of  attractive young 
apartment-dwellers and re-
acquaints viewers with a 
few familiar faces.

The famed apartment 
complex of  the show’s title 
looks pretty much the same 
as it did back in the day, 
with Sydney (Laura Leigh-
ton) now residing in the 
Heather Locklear suite. Dr. 
Michael Mancini (Thomas 
Calabro) also makes an ap-
pearance, but the story will 
center on the new residents 
who get caught up in a mur-
der mystery when one den-
izen turns up dead, floating 
in the complex pool. It’s not 
a bad device to propel the 
story forward, and the pilot 
competently sets up the new 
characters and their moti-
vations without confusion.

Fans of  the original may 
scoff  at the notion of  an 
alive Sydney, who appeared 

to die in a car accident be-
fore the first series ended. 

“Melrose Place” (8 p.m. 
CDT Tuesday) also needs 
to clear up why Syd is back 
living at the apartment af-
ter all these years, some-
thing that’s likely to hap-
pen in flashbacks that are 
plentiful in the new “Mel-
rose Place.”

New residents include 
David Breck (Shaun Sipos), 
who romances Syd as she 
makes her way through 
what appears to be a wist-
ful, aging-starlet phase.

Syd was also romanti-
cally entangled with an-
other resident, Augie Kirk-
patrick (Colin Egglesfield), 
a chef  at a club frequented 
by bisexual publicist Ella 
Simms (Katie Cassidy), who 
also lives at Melrose Place.

Longtime couple Jo-
nah Miller (Michael Rady,

“Greek”) and Riley Rich-
mond (Jessica Lucas) repre-
sent the more earnest first 
season of  the original show. 
Jonah’s a wannabe Quentin 
Tarantino; Riley’s a school-
teacher who has second 
thoughts about marriage.

Medical student Lauren 
Yung (Stephanie Jacobsen,

zor”) receives an indecent 
proposal in the pilot and 
new resident Violet (Ashlee 
Simpson-Wentz) plays the 
innocent well, but may be 
less naive than she seems.

Executive producers 
Todd Slavkin and Darren 
Swimmer (“Smallville”) tie 
the show’s tangle of  plots 
and relationships together 
with an agile skill that 
makes this new “Melrose 
Place” more appealing than 
the show’s concept suggests 
should be possible.

I n a far corner of  the room, disc jockey Jonathan 
Morales of  Ernie’s Sports Bar in Harker Heights 
sets the lineup for the bar’s regulars and a few 

“newbies,” anxious to get their turn at the microph one. 
Some are more interested in the audience reaction a nd 
limelight, while others just like to hear themselve s 
sing. The regulars show up night after night, Monda y 
through Saturday, to belt out their favorite tunes.

Ernie’s brought in karaoke about four and a half  
years ago. It is very popular and a driving force f or the 
business, he said. Not all singers are great but Er nie’s 
manager Sam Shaffer said that a lot of  their regula rs 
are really good.

“You can set the clock by who’s singing ‘scary-oke, ’” 
Shaffer said. “On a slow night the same bad singer can 
go on all night long.”

By 9:45 on a Friday night, the bar is hopping, and the 
patrons who wish to take the stage congregate aroun d 
the DJ’s platform to peruse the song selection book  and 
� ll out their request slips. 

The regulars
Brad Dreier of  Fort Hood comes in at least one 

night on the weekend for the karaoke. He said he 
likes all kinds of  music but usually sings country, 
alternative rock and Prince, because the audience 
likes it. About 90 percent of  the folks come up and 
sing; some aren’t great but it’s all about having f un, 
he said.

“I’ve always liked to sing,” Deier said. “It’s a wa y to 
sing in front of  a crowd and get that � ve minutes of  
fame.”

Fast-talking Morales said he sings one or two songs  
each night to get things moving and warm up the 
crowd. For those regulars who sing only the one or 
two songs they feel comfortable with, he suggests 
different tunes for them to try to expand their 
repertoire, he said.

Another regular, 25-year-old Andrea Thompson of  
Killeen, frequents the bar twice a week, mostly on 
weekends. She too has been singing all her life and 
prefers slow country songs. Her favorite is “This 
Woman Needs” by SHeDAISY.

“I get to meet a lot of  different people doing this ,” 

Thompson said. “I like to hear the people cheer.”
As Morales steps up to the mike, the small stage 

comes to life with � ashing lasers and a mist moves 
through the lights from the fog machine. Dancers 
take to the � oor under the mirror disco ball hangi ng 
overhead. 

Singers come because they love to sing, but 
occasionally there is more to their agenda. When 
Darin Canaday was introduced Friday night, there 
was de� nitely something on his mind. Before 
crooning for the crowd, he proposed over the 
microphone to his girlfriend, Melissa Hinds of  
Belton. 

The proposal was a total surprise to Hinds, who 
enthusiastically accepted Canaday’s proposal as the 
crowd cheered. 

“I am freaking out,” she said. “I am very happy.”
First time performer, Joseph Watson was convinced 

to go onstage by his friend Jason McFadden. The duo 
rapped to “My Name Is” by Eminem. Watson said he 
was glad the crowd didn’t boo them.

“I am a ‘karaoke-aholic’ and this is the best place 
right here,” McFadden said.

If  karaoke is your thing, Killeen offers a 

variety of  venues where amateurs can step under 
the colored lights to perform any night of  the 
week. 

Pluckers Wing Bar in Killeen opens their 
stage on Sunday nights from 9:30 p.m. to close. 
Manager Dorian Almendarez said they get a good 
crowd, about 80 to 150 people on Sunday nights. 
They attract a group of  regulars and lots of  
soldiers because word gets around that there is a 
good show, a good selection of  songs and lots of  
Sunday specials, Almendarez said. The karaoke 
brings in business.

“I sang one time when we � rst opened,” 
Almendarez said. “It was a one-hit wonder — I 
retired after that.”

Whether you are 18 or 80, karaoke is all about 
letting loose, unwinding, living the fantasy and 
having a little fun!

At times like this, it’s good to 
think positive. That’s what San-
dra Bullock’s socially inept cross-
word puzzle “constructor” does 
in “All About Steve.”

So remember that Ms. Bullock 
staged a “comeback” with the 
summer smash “The 
Proposal.”

Consider how good 
she looks. She can still 
weather big-screen 
close-ups and, at 45, can 
still pass for 35.

But she can’t pass 
for 30. And she’s never 
been that good in dizzy, 
“out there” roles. She 
might have learned 
that lesson with 1999’s 
in “Forces of  Nature.” 
Apparently not.

“All About Steve,” 
an unfunny, annoy-
ing, badly written, 
badly acted comic � -
asco, may be the worst 
movie in Bullock’s 
career.

The screenwriter 
of  “License to Wed” 
and an unheralded director 
with only a few forgettable TV 
sitcom credits serve up Bullock 
as a lonely word-freak, a smart, 
pretty woman still living with 
her parents in Sacramento, fret-
ting over the once-a-week cross-
word puzzle she writes for the 
local newspaper. Mary chatters 
incessantly, is awkward around 
guys and blurts out her desire 

for sex at the drop of  a hint.
A blind date with a certain 

Steve (Bradley Cooper) has her 
trot out her sequined mini-skirt, 
her favorite red go-go boots and 
her get-lucky red bra. Darned if  
in the middle of  jumping Steve, 
45 seconds into their date, he 
isn’t summoned to work. He’s a 
network TV news photographer 

and he is more than happy to bolt 
this scary date.

But Mary Magdalene Horow-
itz (Jewish Catholic, which ex-
plains nothing) has all this trivia 
at her � ngertips and Steve as her 
latest puzzle. Literally. She whips 
up a crossword that’s all “Steve” 
clues. She reads the “signs” he 
has given her and sets out to be 
with him, because a relation-

ship is like a crossword puzzle 
— “The worst thing you can do 
is leave it un� nished.”

The only laughs in this road 
accident of  a road picture come 
through the dulcet tones of  
Steve’s on-air “talent,” reporter 
Hartman Hughes, played by the 
peerless Thomas Haden Church. 
He’s sexist and mean enough to 

lead Mary on just to 
anger Steve. He’s va-
pid and pretentious, 
punctuating his re-
ports — from hostage 
situations, protests, 
hurricanes or children 
trapped in a mine with 
“Hartman Hughes, 
reporting from The 
Edge.”

Mary’s cross-country 
pursuit isn’t funny, but 
then again, Mary isn’t 
funny. It’s rare that one 
actually feels sorry for 
a gorgeous, rich movie 
star. But Bullock earns 
our pity here. Mary is 
a miscalculation in al-
most every way, and 
the movie around her 
is worse — unfunny 
cameos, good actors 

wasted, bad actors given face 
time for no apparent reason.

“The Proposal” worked be-
cause it let Bullock keep her dig-
nity. Mary is just pathetic. Fif-
teen years since “Speed” and 
Bullock still can’t see an accident 
like this coming?
